When individuals enter the North Devon Cross Country League the league administrator will collect information about them which will include forename, surname, date of birth, gender, team/club/school affiliation, England Athletics URN number (if applicable – see below) and a contact email address which for minors is usually their parents.  Photographs and videos may also be taken at competitions. 

All of this data is kept on the hard drive memory of a single access computer solely used for this purpose and owned by the League.
The use of this data may include the following activities:  
Competition entry 
Share data with league meeting host officials where this is imperative to the organisation of the event. 
Share data with facility providers to manage access to the various league venues or check delivery standards
Publication of a list of entries by age group in programme form showing name and team affiliation ONLY.
Funding and reporting purposes 
Anonymised data shared with a funding partner as condition of grant funding e.g. Local Authority.
Membership and league management 
Processing of entry forms and payments
Publishing of race and competition results - Website management - Sending league newsletter – Sending results to Power of 10

Publicising information about selling league related clothing merchandise or charity only fundraising 
Use of photographs and videos 
Use of photograph/videos on the league Website including newsletter
Use of photograph/videos on other social media by league officials
Photographs and videos will be removed on request - Parents or others may specifically request not to be shown in any photograph or video 
Marketing and communications (where separate consent is provided) 
Sending information about promotions and offers from sponsors

When you become a member of or renew your membership with any Athletic Club registered with England Athletics you will also have to register with England Athletics if you are 11 years of age or over and ever compete for that club in competition under UKA rules.
